Places available for Leaving Certificate/GCE, FETAC and mature students. 3 year Honours degree, with 36 weeks teaching across three terms annually (compared to the usual 24 weeks across two semesters). Fee paying (for indicative purposes the fees in 2011/12 were €2,200, with normal student contribution charge of €2,000, for 2011/12 academic year, not required). Lectures are delivered in evenings (one evening per week), Saturdays (one Saturday per month) as well as block weeks on campus.
b. MH119 LLB Law – 4 year Honours degree.

c. MH120 BA in Politics, Philosophy and Economics (PPE) – 3 year Honours degree.

d. MH213 BSc in Mathematics Education (4 year Honours degree)

e. MH214 BSc in Computational Thinking (3 year Honours degree)

f. MH410 BBS in Marketing (3 year Honours degree)

g. MH411 BBS in Entrepreneurship (3 year Honours degree)


2. New degree (not in CAO Handbook or Prospectus)

a. MH140 BSc in Computer Science and Software Engineering (Arts). 4 year Honours degree in which students take Computer Science, Mathematical Studies and another Arts subject in first year and Computer Science for the subsequent 3 years inclusive of  6 month work experience at the end of year 3. Students are required to have at least an OB3/HD3 in mathematics (a third language or science subject is not required).  

3. New Subjects in Arts and Arts Related degrees:
a. Accounting (Maths OC3 required)
b. Finance (Maths OC3 required)
c. Chinese Studies


4. New Subject in Science and Science Related degrees:

a. Engineering Science (Maths OB3 required)

5. Entry Requirements

a. From Entry 2012 – Bonus points awarded for HD3 Maths as agreed from 2012 to 2015 as per prospectus.

b. From entry 2013

i. The mathematics course requirement for entry to science for degrees where it currently is OD3/HD3 Mathematics changes to OC3/HD3.

ii. Entry to Nua-Ghaeilge in Arts and Arts related degrees will be a HC3 Irish
